Purolator has an oil filter that is specified to fit all 356 engine models. The order number is L20701. The filter comes with a gasket. 
DO NOT use the gasket, it will leak! ADVANCE AUTO PARTS carries the entire line of Purolator oil and air filters. The cost of the oil filter is $5.18 each, plus sales tax. This oil filter is a special order, takes about two days and must be paid for in advance.
Compare STODDARD. Mann oil filter with correct gasket, $15.30 each, plus sales tax, plus shipping.I have been using the Purolator oil filters for over two years.

Going further,
It's better not to have any oil filter which has the open-pleated filter material vs. the metal-enclosed shroud w/the tiny holes. Also, if your filter can has the straight-sided lip on its lid and uses a 10x18 copper seal/washer under the bolt, it's a Fram filter and only uses the rubber gasket--NOT the paper vesion;  it won't fit! If your filter is an H version, its lid has a slight angled lip of approximately 15 degrees and uses a 16x22 copper seal/washer and only uses the paper gasket--it must pass the little dimples inside the lip and be sure it fits flat in the lid! Some flat rubber seals vary in size and could be used, but make sure it contacts the inner lip diameter when seated;  otherwise, DON'T use!

All,
The paperboard gasket that comes with filters from many other manufacturers can be reused several times. I have quite a collection of them due to not using a new one at each filter change. If you want to send me a couple of bucks and SASE, I'll send you a couple of them. Then you can use the Ford tractor, Wix, Fram or whoever's filter regardless of the included gasket.
Speaking of oil filters, there are [were] probably three manufacturers of the filter cannister. Differences are in the attachment of the bolt to the cover, the method of sealing the bolt-cover interface [some stink], standoff for the filter element, etc. I encountered a new to me problem a few days ago. I was buttoning up a fresh engine by putting oil in the filter cannister and began attaching the cover. After a couple of turns of the wrench it became obvious that the threads were stripped in the post that the bolt screws into. Some prior owner had forced a bolt with M10 x1.5 threads into a post with M10x1.25 threads. So be careful about interchanging components.
